On Thursday, January 26th, the Reorganization Group of 
the Prayer and Worship Committee will meet to continue 
our ministry of reorganizing this standing committee of the 
Parish Pastoral Council.  According to the Parish Council 
Constitutions, there are four standing committees of the 
Parish CouncilðPrayer and Worship, Stewardship, 
Christian Formation, and Human Concerns. 

Currently the following parish members are part of the 
reorganization effort:  Kathy Hubrich, Michael Falk (also 
the Parish Pastoral Council liaison), Mary Radspinner, Paul 
Corrao, Denise Dostalek, Paula Molosky, Father Hugh 
Birdsall, SDS, and me.  More members are needed!  If you 
are interested in serving the Lord and the parish by serving 
on this committee, please come to the meeting on 
Thursday, January 26th at 6:30PM in the St. Therese Room. 

A major project the Prayer and Worship Committee is 
undertaking is the replacement of our organ.  To that end, 
a new Organ Committee has been formed as a sub-
committee of the Prayer and Worship Committee.  Serving 
on the Organ Committee are Mary Radspinner, Chair; 
Michael Falk, musician and Parish Pastoral Council 
liaison; Sterling Biggers; Paul Corrao; Kathy Hubrich 
(Finance Council representative and trustee); Lisa Vallone; 
and Elterine Jankowski-Biggers.  The Organ Committee 
has taken on the task of soliciting donations for the new 
organ, with the goal of $72,000.  

When we needed to initiate the Building Reserve collection 
and replenish it, we were blessed with an anonymous 
òchallenge donor,ó who first offered a challenge of matching 
$5,000 (which was matched); then $10,000 (which was 
matched); and finally matching the amount donated between 
when the $10,000 was matched and June 30th, 2016.  In one 
fiscal year, with meeting and exceeding the challenges, we 
collected over $50,000 to fund our special maintenance 
projects and avoided having a capital campaign! 

We did it before, and we can do it again.  Anyone out there 
willing to give a òchallengeó of $5,000 or more for our 
membership to match in order to purchase a new organ by 
the end of the fiscal year?  If so, please contact me ASAP. 

The current organ was funded by another òchallengeó of 
sorts.  Father Heck put up his own money, approximately 
$40,000 (from his retirement account) to purchase it and 
asked the parish to repay him.  As the story goes, the 
challenge was met in one day. 

Thanks to all who have contributed to the Organ Fund.  If 
you have not yet done so, please consider a donation of 
any amount.  A donation form is in each bulletin.

News from the St. Vincent de Paul Society 
Between mid-December and mid-January our Vincentians visited six families. 
One family needed a washer and dryer, another a refrigerator, and a third a 
stove. Each family was given a voucher to a store selling used appliances. The 
other families needed either beds or furniture or clothing and were each given 
a SVDP Store voucher. 

Our parish served 120 guests at the north side meal site in December, and 68 
in January. Both the north side and south side meal sites hosted Christmas 
parties in mid-December. Our conference, along with other conferences in 
the area donated money so that each person attending the parties could be 
given a gift card to a retail store. 

Our conference also donated money to the SVDPõs Caps4Kids Program 
which distributes mittens, hats, and gloves to those in need at both meal sites.
