¶ March 19th falls on a Sunday this year, and when it 
does not fall on a Sunday, it is the Feast of St. Joseph. 
Since Sunday is the 3rd Sunday of Lent, the Feast of 
St. Joseph will be celebrated on Monday, March 20th 
this year.   We pray for the intercession of St. Joseph, 
the just man, the man of deep faith and trust, who 
nurtured and cared for Jesus and Mary.  May he be 
an inspiration to us, particularly when we discern that 
God is asking something that we think is beyond our 
capabilities.  Certainly Joseph felt so when he was 
guided to take Mary as his wife, to escape to Egypt 
with his wife and baby, and to search for Jesus when 
he was considered òlostó from the caravan returning 
home from the Temple in Jerusalem. 

Joseph has always seemed to be the patron of profound 
trust in Godõs plan for us and the patron of òone day at 
a timeó living.  He let Godõs plan for him and his family 
be revealed one day at a time, one decision at a time, 
one step at time.  St. Joseph, pray for us! 

¶ Mark your calendars and plan now to attend the 
liturgies of the TriduumðHoly Thursday, Good Friday, 
and Easter Vigil/Easter Sunday.  We begin each 
morning of the Triduum with Morning Prayer in the 
Chapelð8:30AM  on Holy Thursday and Good Friday; 
and 9:00AM  on Holy Saturday.  Liturgical ministers are 
asked to sign up for the liturgies of Palm Sunday 
(lectors) and the Triduum so that we have plenty of 
time to prepare for them.  These are our High Holy 
Days and deserve our greatest devotion and care.  The 
Holy Week Schedule is listed in this weekõs bulletin.
