Tribulation. Wildfires. Tsunamis. Moral corruption. 
Disease. War. We tend to associate these things with 
the end times, and perhaps for good reason! In todayõs 
Gospel, Jesus says: òPeople will die of fright in 
anticipation of what is coming upon the world.ó Not 
exactly putting us in the Christmas spirit, is it? During 
Advent, we anticipate a celebration of Christõs first 
coming. There is a quiet stillness about our waiting, or 
at least we try to encourage that in ourselves. Perhaps 
we have an Advent devotional or we take time to pray 
together as a family around the Advent wreath. 

But Jesus did not come only once into history. During 
Advent, we remember that he will come again. You 
may remember the rapture craze in the early 2000s, 
when a series of books and movies envisioned a 
future where Jesus was coming soon and all the true 
believers had been whisked away. Everyone else had 
one more chance to repent before things really went to 
hell...literally, in this case! 

But is that what Jesus is talking about here? The truth 
is, we donõt know what Jesusõ Second Coming will be 
like. The actual return of Christ ð though sudden and 
perhaps frightening to some ð should not frighten us. 
Despite all the stories we may have heard about the 
apocalypse, the advice of Jesus is not to hang our 
heads or cower in fear. òStand erect and raise your 
heads because your redemption is at hand.ó In a 
certain sense, we are already living in the end times. 
We already encounter great tribulation. We all find it 
easy to get distracted or discouraged in the grind of 
daily life. Todayõs Gospel reminds us that vigilance for 
Godõs presence is needed now.

It is a non-profit 
Catholic ministry that seeks to live out the Gospel of Jesus and the lives of 
St. Francis and St. Clare of Assisi in serving women who are victims of 
sexual exploitation and/or victims of sex trafficking. 

The vision of Franciscan Peacemakers seeks to provide a pathway to a 
sustainable healthy, safe, productive life for women engaging in prostitution 
due to trauma, human sex trafficking, or drug addiction. 

Our mission seeks to address the issue of women engaging in prostitution in 
the Greater Milwaukee area through 

¶ Serving the community by responding to the needs of exploited women in 
the community 

¶ Providing a holistic resident-based trauma care program where exploited 
woman become sober, stable, safe, prostitution free and productively living 
in and contributing to the community 

¶ Creating community awareness about human sex trafficking in our area 
including why it exists and persists 

¶ Emphasizing the human dignity of every person in all we do. The 
following tactics are employed by Franciscan Peacemakers in the quest to 
assist women engaged in prostitution and to reduce and/or eliminate sex 
trafficking in our community. The area served by Franciscan Peacemakers 
programs matches the FBI - 6 county coverage area of Milwaukee, 
Washington, Waukesha, Sheboygan, Fond du Lac, and Ozaukee Counties. 

¶ Outreach to women engaging in prostitution through an active Street 
Ministry and through cooperative programs with law enforcement and 
other service providers 

¶ A trauma informed care program and full-time residence called Clare 
Community that provides programming and housing for women who seek 
to exit the prostitution system 

¶ Gifts for the Journey Social Enterprise that provides work experience, 
income and skills to Clare Community residents in preparation for 
reintegration into the wider community. 

¶ Broad based Community Awareness about sex trafficking addressing both 
the demand and safety sides of the issue.

Seasons In Our Life 

I had the pleasure of joining a womenõs discussion group from my 
church recently. They graciously allowed me to lead a discussion on life. 
Yup, we tackled life. As you can imagine we meandered around a lot of 
thoughts moving in many directions. 

At one point one of the ladies made a statement that caused me to stop 
in my tracks. What is this season about? Thatõs the phrase that gave me 
pause. Just like the weather, our lives have seasons. Of course we donõt 
often think of that when young because weõre so busy living. 

But then we hit those later years and reflection becomes a common 
occurrence. And why not when you consider we have a longer path 
behind us than we likely do ahead. Itõs about this time that we can begin 
to wonder, what does it all mean? What is my purpose for being hereé
what is this season of my life about? 

One of the group believes this season for her is about three thingsé
being a catalyst, connector and encourager. As a catalyst she finds 
herself starting new things and then passing them on to someone else to 
carry forward. As a connector she uses the many people sheõs met over 
the years and the experience sheõs gained to connect people and things 
for specific endeavors. And as an encourager, she finds people are 
divinely placed on her path, giving her the opportunity to reinforce who 
they are, what theyõre doing, and encourages them to continue on. 

What if you were that person, putting forth the effort to explore your 
greater purpose. Each of us has gifts that sometimes havenõt matured 
until we reach our later years. It may have taken a lifetime to hone them, 
and equally long to gain the confidence to be who you were meant to be. 
Itõs possible that youõve been aware of your purpose but needed to build 
the courage to act on it. 

Age allows our minds to move toward reflection. It also quiets the noise 
and insecurity of our youth and allows the wisdom of age to shine a 
light on our purpose. Instead of deciding that age has ended your ability 
to change lives, I believe it grows your ability to do so. We have the 
obligation to share our life lessons with those who could benefit from 
them. Wisdom is wasted when it sits silently in our consciousness.
